Shading helps make drawn objects
look realistic.

Some basic rules for shading when
drawing, eg shade in one direction,
blending tones smoothly and with no
gaps.

Shading is used to create different
tones in an artwork and can include
hatching, cross-hatching, scribbling
and stippling.

Patterns can be irregular, and change
in ways you wouldn’t expect.

The starting point for a repeating
pattern is called a motif, and a motif
can be arranged in different ways to
make varied patterns.

How to use texture more purposely
to achieve a specific effect or to
replicate a natural surface.

That using lighter and darker tints
and shades of a colour can create a
3D effect.

Tone can be used to create contrast
in an artwork.

Artists create pattern to add
expressive detail to art works, for
example Chila Kumari Singh Burman
using small everyday objects to add
detail to sculptures.
