During the Video

1. Thinking carefully about what you know about Ivan’s personality, tell me how you think 
he will behave in front of the tsar. What will he say? What will his body language be 
like? (p.19)

2. Using what you know of the structure of these types of stories, can this help you predict 
what favour Tsar Dolmat might ask Ivan to do for him? (p.20) 

3. What do you think Ivan will do when he gets inside the stables? Explain why you think 
this. (p.21)
